Interpretation of American History II (3 credits)

Three or four college credits are awarded upon successful completion of each course.
Since our Troy High School faculty has been given HVCC adjunct professorship status, the tuition for
these courses is $50 per credit hour. Thus, each course would be $150/$200 per semester. Needless
to say, this is a wonderful opportunity both educationally and economically.
